Applied major area:  24 hours (8 semesters) for piano/instrumental; 20 hours (8 semesters) for voice majors.
Applied minor area: 4 hours (4 semesters) for piano/instrumental majors; 7 hours (7 semesters) for voice majors.

Voice majors are required to complete French 101 and 102, and German 101 and 102.
Passing Theory Proficiency Exam or Music Fundamentals is prerequisite to MUS 121.

Piano Proficiency Exam is required (See Music Handbook).

A Sophomore Evaluation/Upper Divisional must be passed to continue with 300/400 level courses in the music major.  (See Music Handbook)
Recital Attendance is required six semesters (See Music Handbook). 

Scholarship students must enroll in 2 ensembles each semester.

All instrumental majors must enroll in 1 semester of Studio Jazz ensemble or enroll in MUS 208 Jazz Improvisation (3).

A grade of C- (1.7 on a 4.0 scale) or higher is required in all courses applying toward the Music performance Major.
The Music Performance major requires a total of 85.5 hours.
The Bachelor of Music degree requires a minimum of 124 hours.
Voice majors will select 4 credit hours from the menu of courses below.  At least one course must be selected from MUS 324, 423, 435.  Instrumental Majors will select 16 credit hours from the menu of courses below.  At least one course must be selected from MUS 324, 423, 435.
